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I’ve been thinking about crosses lately – not in the historical, ―method of 
execution‖ sense, but in the ―Oh – isn’t that a cute cross?‖ sense.  You 
know, the response you might overhear any day of the week when visit-
ing a Homewood boutique.  Pretty, decorative crosses are all over the 
place. 
 Over the years I’ve become pretty jaded to them.  Somehow these 
decorative accessories seem to have lost their way.  How can they possi-
bly be signs for us to identify with our crucified God?  I fear that they 
domesticate our faith too much, just one more example of our constant 
vulnerability of forcing God to accommodate himself to our life, our 
values, our expectations.  ―Okay, Jesus, I’ll bring your cross into my life.  
But I want it to be a pretty wrought iron cross that will look good over 
my sofa, with a nice patina to match the coffee table.‖ 
 Apparently Jack has heard me on this front before, because he 
walked into my office the other day, spied two crosses on my wall, and 
pointed to them accusingly.  ―I thought you didn’t like decorative 
crosses?‖  ―Oh,‖ I replied, ―but I’ve thought about these theologically.  
So they’re okay.‖  His suspicious glare let me know that I was deep into 
the territory of hy-
pocrisy.  So I started 
scrunching up my 
thinking to figure 
out why I thought 
that mine were ac-
ceptable, while oth-
ers are not. 
 And this is 
where I arrived: It’s 
not the ―thing‖ itself 
that is good or bad 
(whatever the 
―thing‖ may be);  
it is the way it is 
perceived by the 
viewer.  Any cross 
can be a sign that 
points towards God, 
a sign that points 
towards deception, 
or a sign that points 
to nothing at all.   
The value of the 
cross lies in how  
we see it. 

Beyond 
decoration: 
What do our 
crosses say  
to us?

 So I’ve begun a project for myself to engage theologi-
cally with the crosses in my midst, especially those crosses 
that we hang around our necks.  I like to look at them and to 
think, ―How does this cross, in particular, communicate the 
gospel to me?‖  I’ve found that it has encouraged me to 
choose different crosses to wear at different occasions. 
 For example, I have a teensy-tiny cross on a thin cord 
that is so light that I cannot even feel it.  I think one of my 
children got it in a gum ball machine.  Really.  When I wear it, 
I can’t even tell it’s there.  But when I undress at the end of 
the day it’s always a surprise to discover it again.  And it’s be-
come for me a sign of Christ’s presence even in my inatten-
tiveness or doubt.  For there surely are days when Christ 
seems very absent from my life and the world.  And it is on 
those days that I most need to be reminded that, my perception 
of Jesus’ presence has no bearing, whatsoever, on the reality of 
his presence.  What I perceive to be true of him does not de-
termine what is true of him.  The teeny-tiny cross tells me 
that. 
 The two crosses on my office wall (those that fell under 
Jack’s suspicious gaze) were made by Henry in Lee Anne 
McCalley’s art class this summer.  He rolled out some clay 
and, with a cross-shaped cookie cutter cut out a cross.  After 
he picked up the cross he made, he discovered that the nega-
tive space left in the clay also made a perfect cross.  So he cut 
around the outside of it, making a second hollow cross.  Now 
they hang opposite my desk, and they’ve begun to teach me.  
Two crosses: one for Jesus; one for me.  ―Take up your cross 
and follow me.‖  This life of faith is not without suffering and 
denial.  And these crosses of Henry’s are helping me to un-
derstand how to perceive my suffering in Christ.  Although 
they hang separately, side-by-side, the one cross has its origins 
in the other; it can still be fitted into that negative space .  And 
so with my life.  My sufferings are not mine alone.  My suffer-
ings are not separate from Christ’s suffering.  They exist in 
Christ.  They find their meaning, their shape, in Christ who 
suffered first for me. 
 Any cross – no matter how grand or how sweet – has 
the potential to communicate the gospel to you in a particular 
and life-giving way, or, it has the potential to say nothing at all, 
becoming just one more ubiquitous and overlooked sign of a 
Christian culture.  So I invite you to think about your crosses: 
the crosses you wear, the crosses in your home, the crosses in 
your church.  Look into them and ask, ―How does this cross 
communicate to me a particular facet of the gospel?‖  And I 
invite you to send me your stories (estelle@allsaintsbirming- 
ham.org.)  I would love to see how these crosses in our midst 
are pointing us to the crucified and resurrected Christ in our 
midst.

What is the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd? 

We are beginning our eighth year of offering The Catechesis of 

the Good Shepherd here at All Saints’.  The Catechesis of the 

Good Shepherd is an approach to religious formation for chil-

dren 3 - 12 years old*. It is rooted in the Bible, the liturgy of the 

church, and the educational principles of Maria Montessori.  In 

the CGS, The Word of God is proclaimed in the most objective 

manner possible by reading sacred scriptures and then reflecting 

on what they have read.   There is often a  hands-on material 

that is then presented to the child for them to further contem-

plate the message.  The children and catechists also work with 

materials that help them understand more about the sacraments 

and liturgy of the church.  All of this is done in a carefully pre-

pared room called the ―atrium‖ (plural: ―atria‖). The atrium is 

primarily a place of prayer and is intentionally designed with that 

in mind. The primary aim of the CGS is to involve adults and 

children in a common religious experience in which the religious 

values of childhood are predominate. 

*To begin CGS children must be three years old by August 28, 2011.  
 

What is the CGS schedule on Sundays? 

In order to accommodate the growing number of children who 

attend the Catechesis, we offer two atrium times for each age 

group on Sunday mornings.  In addition, we offer an atrium 

session for each age group on Wednesday nights at during Oasis. 
 

Session I:  8:30 - process into church 

Who:  Levels 1,2,3 (3 years-6th grade) 

When: Begins promptly at 8:30 a.m.; operates during the 

8:45 Eucharist.  It includes a procession of all children 

into church prior to Holy Communion. 

  

Session II:  10:00 - 10:55* 

Who: Level 1, 2, 3 (3 years-6th grade) 

When: Begins promptly at 10:00 a.m.  

         *Scheduling Note: Level 1 children (ages 3yr-K) may be

Foundation 

When we look at a building we see what it has become: the 

beautiful windows, the strong arches and pillars, the smooth and 

shiny floors. However, there must be a strong foundation under-

neath or the building will fall no matter how attractive or elabo-

rate it is. The goal of the All Saints' youth program is to build a 

strong foundation in each member's faith.

We know it’s hard to pull sleepy teenagers out of bed on Sunday 

mornings, which is why we try hard to offer Sunday morning 

programs for our youth that they will want to participate in. Our 

youth take part in Rite 13 in 7th and 8th grades, while the 9th-

12th graders participate in programs called re:form and Making 

It Real and Relevant. These programs are designed to meet their 

spiritual and emotional needs as well as theological and tradi-

tional values.  From Bible study to playful activities, these classes 

are definitely worth waking up for! 
 

Where does my child go? 

Sunday school classes for youth are divided into two groups: 

Rite 13and Sr. High Sunday School. 
 

Grades 7 & 8: Rite 13 and Confirmation 

Location: Youth Room 2  

Rite 13 is our program for 7th & 8th grade youth.  It is a two-

year exploration of the gift of manhood or womanhood and 

the gift of creative energy.   

 The 7th graders celebrate a special Rite-13 Liturgy loosely 

based on the Jewish bar/bat mitzvah tradition.  This Rite of Pas-

sage includes a weekend retreat, rehearsal dinner and a special 

service where our entire congregation comes together to honor 

our young people and offer support to their families during 

these challenging years. 

 It is very important that we create a ―community‖ with 

these teens, so that they genuinely enjoy being together and look 

forward to seeing each other on Sundays.  Each year this group 

goes on weekend retreats to Camp McDowell, plus they partici-

pate in other outreach projects such as our Angel Tree Ministry 

and All Saints’ Service Saturdays.  In spring, we offer a program 

called ―God’s Gift of Sexuality‖ as part of our Rite 13 program. 

 Confirmation lessons take place over a 2-year cycle and 

are incorporated into the Rite 13 Curriculum.  Teens will be con-

firmed when they are in the 8th grade.   
 

Grades 9-12: Sr. High Sunday School 

Location: Youth Room 1  

re:form is a totally new approach to youth ministry that trusts 

youth to wrestle with the historic Christian faith and theology. 

re:form includes two DVD’s with 40 hilarious animated short 

films that frame the theological questions that youth really ask, 

and an Anti-Workbook that’s chock full of individual and group 

activities. 

re:from Ancestors is a youth Bible study that explores the an-

cestors of our faith by exposing the real, unpolished and unex-

pected personalities of Old and New Testament characters. With 

re:form Ancestors youth discover similarities between them-

selves and the many unlikely people selected by God to do ex-

traordinary things. 

Making it Real and Relevant: This curriculum engages youth 

in examining a passage of the Bible. Each lesson makes use of 

small and/or large group discussion, activities, and popular mu-

sic and/or video clips that encourage the participants to discover 

that God, Christ, the Bible and one’s faith and values are all real 

and relevant to their lives.

All Saints’ Episcopal Preschool is a ministry of All Saints’ Epis-

copal Church. Our mission is to provide a positive, nurturing, 

Christ-centered environment using developmentally appropriate 

activities to encourage each child to reach his or her full poten-

tial.  

 All Saints’ Preschool is a vibrant Christian community.  

Our teachers actively look for ways to reflect on God’s goodness 

throughout the day. Chapel services with stories that demon-

strate God’s love, prayers, and song are held weekly for students 

age three and older.

Using an integrated approach to learning that meets the spiritual, 

emotional, intellectual, and physical needs of the children. 

Developing safe and healthy habits with an emphasis on hy-

giene, nutrition, exercise and physical care. 

Encouraging multi-generational interaction by inviting fami-

lies and volunteers to be involved in the program.
